the file is closed.

If there is sufficient
evidence of a
crime, the District
Attorney’s Office
opens an
investigation.

The investigative
results are
submitted to a
Deputy District

Attorney for review.

If the conduct is
lawful or the crime
is not provable,
the file is closed.

If the evidence
proves beyond a
reasonable doubt
that a crime
occurred, a criminal
case is filed.
